But the
principle is the same: You get acetic acid (aXimegar) after first fermenting natural sugars
to alcohol, and then fermenting again.

It has been
prized as a foodstuff, condiment, preservative, rsatdral remedy

What's so great about vinegar? Besides being eféectinegar is cheap and widely
available. It is nontoxic and lasts for a very Idimge without losing strength. It does not
pollute land, air, or water, and it doesn't comblist much safer to have under your sink
than bleach, ammonia, or other toxic cleaning pcteluMany folks also swear by the
benefits of apple cider vinegar

Cure hiccups
